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2 men in bike

TWO BIKE-BORNE men al-
legedly snatched a bag with Rs
201akh cash from a commission
agent of the Jamjodhpur agricul-
tural produce market commit-
tee (APMC), in Jamjodhpur town
of Jamangar district Tuesday
morning when the agent was
going to the yard after with-
drawing cash from bank.

According to police, the inci-
dent took place around 11.30am
when Bhautik Ramoliya, a part-
ner in Yamuna Trading firm on
the yard of Jamjodhpur APMC,
was on his way to his officein the
yard after withdrawing Rs 20
lakh cash from the HDFC Bank
branch on Railway Station Road
in Jamjodhpur town.

Police said two bike-borne
men, who were apparently fol-
lowing Ramoliya, struck when the
commission agent reached near
the gate of the APMC on his bike.

Purported CCTV footage of
the incident show one of the rob-
bers, riding pillion, snatching
away the cloth bag kept on the
fuel tank of Ramoliya’s bike and
speeding away.

Ramoliya said that the bank
branch is around 1.5 km away
from the APMC yard. “We need
cash to make payment to farm-
ers on the yard,” said Maulik
Hingrajiya, a partner of Yamuna
Trading. Police said they have
blocked important junctions to
catch the alleged robbers. They
said the process of registering an
FIR was on.

SMC INITIATIVE IN KHAJOD

Gardens to keep the stench

away from diamond bourse

KAMAAL SAIYED
SURAT,MARCH 14

THE SURAT Municipal Corpo-
ration (SMC) has started con-
verting the solid waste landfill
site at Khajod in Surat city into
gardens as the Surat Diamond
Bourse (SDB) project that is com-
ing up in its vicinity is set to be
inaugurated soon. Two gardens
spread over 37 acres have al-
ready been made, according to
SMC authorities.

The Surat Diamond Bourse
(SDB) project that houses over
4,200 diamond offices with jew-
ellery, malls and other facilities at
DREAM (Diamond Research and
Mercantile)city near Khajod, isal-
mostcompleteand is expected to
be inaugurated by Prime Minister
Narendra Modi.

“The buildings of the SDB are
ready and possession of 4,200 of-
fices has already been given
where interior works are in
progress. We have earlier made
representations to the SMC au-
thorities to do something about
the solid waste site as it is seen
from the SDB buildings... the foul
smell also reaches here...,” said
SDB chief officer Mahesh Gadhvi.

The SMC solid waste dump-
ing site at Khajod is spread on
61.2 hectares where daily

SMC authorities said two gardens spread over 37 acres have

already been made. Express

around 2,200 metric tonnes of
waste is dumped.

With the SMC dumping site
nearing its full capacity, the au-
thorities has identified 3.40 lakh
square metres of land at Umber
village at Sachin, a few kilometres
from the present site.

Environmental engineer
Jwalant Naik of the SMCsaid, “The
new site at Umber village is big-
gerthan the Khajod one. It has bet-
ter connectivity too and is not too
far from the present site. The
Khajod site may anyway last for
about a year... so we have started
work to compress the heaps of
grabage and make gardens onit.”

The engineer added that two
gardens spread over 37 acres have

already been made, while work
on two more gardens in the re-
maining area is in progress.

Surat District Collector Ayush
Oak gave in-principle approval for
the new dumping site at Umber
village in the first week of January
this year. Speaking to The Indian
Express, Oak said, “The SMC had
obtained no-objection certificates
from the forest department,

Airports Authority and the Gujarat
Maritime board. However, certifi-
cates from the Gujarat Pollution
Control Board (GPCB) and irriga-
tiondepartmentonsome portion
of land are pending.”

Surat is the hub of diamond
cutting and polishing with over
4,500 small, medium and big dia-
mond cutting and polishing fac-
tories in Surat. The factory own-
ers have their trading offices in
Surat along with other cities in
India and abroad. The rough dia-
monds areimported and later ex-
ported after cutting and polishing.

Mumbiai is the trading hub of
diamonds at present and indus-
try sources say the SDB is an at-
tempt to bring the trading activi-
ties to Surat and also attract
international buyers.

The SDB, a company formed
by a group of diamond mer-
chants in Surat and Mumbai, has
six core committee members,
headed by chairman Vasantbhai
Patel and vice-chairman
Kishorbhai Koshiya.

HC dismisses discharge pleas

THE GUJARAT High Court
Tuesday dismissed two discharge
applications filed by formerIAS of-
ficer Pradeep Sharma seeking to
drop proceedings against him in
acase under Prevention of Money
Laundering Act (PMLA) and
scheduled offences of forgery.

Rejecting Sharma'’s plea, who
isin jail and is facing a dozen
criminal cases, Justice Samir Dave
also directed the trial court to
conclude the trial within six
months, preferably holding it on
aday-to-day basis.

Sharma was seeking discharge
in two criminal cases, including
oneinstituted by the Enforcement
Directorate (ED) in 2016, alleging
Sharma of money laundering.

The second case was in rela-
tion toa 2014 FIR by the Bhuj ACB
police station for forgery and for
those under the Prevention of
Corruption Act.

The ED proceedings were ini-
tiated based on an FIR in 2014. In
the two criminal cases, Sharma
hasbeenaccused of allotting land

cation before an Ahmedabad dis-
trict court seeking discharge from

to Welspun Group by granting
non-agricultural (NA) land per-
mission at a discriminatory rate
when he was the Kutch collector
in2004.

Ithasbeen furtheralleged that
Welspun returned the favour by
making Sharma’s wife, Shyamal
Sharma, a partner in Value
Packaging, a firm which haslong-
term contracts for supplying pack-
aging material to Welspun.

The formerIAS officer had al-
legedly transferred money using
hawala networks to various
countries in other accounts, in-
cluding the accounts in the name
of his wife and children, and in-
vested the money inimmovable
properties.

Sharma had earlier moved a
discharge application before the
special PMLA court for discharge
from the PMLA proceedings.

He had also moved an appli-

Former IAS the scheduled offences of forgery.
officer Both were rejected in 2021 and
Pradeep 2018 respectively.

Sharma Sharma then moved Gujarat

HC with revision applications for
discharge.

In relation to Sharma’s plea
for discharge from the ED case,
Justice Dave noted that while re-
jecting his discharge application,
the trial court “has specifically
observed that on the basis of
prima facie investigation made
by ED, it appears that the appli-
cant (Sharma) is prima facie in-
volved in hawala”.

In relation to the 2014 FIR,
Justice Dave further noted that the
trial court has “specifically ob-
served that prima facie involve-
ment” of Sharma is made out for
thealleged offences,and recorded
that the court is not inclined to
“accept” Sharma’s prayer for dis-
charge from the offences.

Justice Dave held on Tuesday
thatthe trial court’s orders reject-
ing Sharma’s pleas for discharge
from the cases do not “suffer from
any illegality, irregularity or im-
propriety”.
